Conditions of play:

· Two-bowl triples

· 3 games of 10 ends – played straight through BUT host clubs have the discretion to change the number of ends to take into account weather conditions
· No dead ends – re-spot the jack on the T

· If kitty is rolled less than 21m (or out of bounds), it MUST be re-rolled by the opposing lead (just like in Pennant)
· Scoring – 10 points for a win plus 1 point for each end won; 5 points for a draw plus 1 point for each end won
-In the event of a tied result then “shots up” will be considered ie. How many shots in total did you score then subtract the number of shots that your 3 opposition teams scored. (just like Pennant results when you record that you won by “x” shots)
-If still tied then the prize money that was allocated for winners and runners up should be combined and split evenly between the 2 teams
· Play will cease should the temperature reach 38 degrees
· In the event of thunderstorms, all players MUST leave the green and not return until 30 minutes after the last lightning/thunder
· The Controlling Body (host club) has the right to make decisions on the day that ensure the safety of all players

Cost and catering:

· $10 per player ($30 per team) at venues where players bring their own lunch or purchase from on-site restaurants when restaurants are available (Berrigan & Jerilderie).

· At venues that provide light lunch (eg Tocumwal & Numurkah Golf), $10 per player for bowls plus the charge levied by the Club for lunch. Tocumwal has advised that lunch cost will be $8. Advice to be provided by Numurkah Golf. 
Season and Start times
Games will be scheduled weekly;

The season will consist of 2 games at each of the 10 clubs.
Games to commence at 10.00am for first round (Sep 8 – Nov17) and then 9.30am for remainder of season (Nov 24 – Feb 23).

(The exact way for determining the extra prize(s) in addition to Winner and Runner is up to the host Club – eg 2 best games (excluding winners and runners up); or random draw of card; or random lead, third, skip; or lowest score (encouragement award); etc)
Jackpot 
The Jackpot at the beginning of the season will be whatever was in the tin at the end of the last season.

The Jackpot should be drawn on ALL Trade Days (including designated named days that might include additional players from outside the Murray Playing Area).
That is, any team playing on any given day is eligible to win the jackpot.

Jackpot winner will be decided in the following way.

1. Random draw for a rink.

2. Points score noted for that rink and a random number generator is programmed with the first and last number that are 5 points above and below the score.

3. Random number generator is activated and if the number equals the score, then the team wins the jackpot.

4. If the jackpot is not won, then the host club adds $10 to the jackpot and hands the tin and money to the next host club.

5. If the jackpot is won then the host Club puts $10 in the tin and the jackpot will start again at $10.
Raffle 
Organisation of the raffle is left up to the host Club.

Selling 3 tickets for $5, maximum income would be $150 - $360 based on 10 – 24 teams

In the past:

· some clubs have offered cash prizes. 
· some clubs have secured donations from businesses

· some clubs have asked members to each bring a prize (to a certain value); or
· additional sponsorship money might be used to obtain raffle prizes.

Some final reminders:
All bowlers are reminded that our Trade Days are provided as an opportunity to get out on the greens for a game of bowls and the opportunity to play with and against people that you might not otherwise meet on the green, to play in team positions that you are not routinely selected in, and of course to enjoy the company of other like-minded ladies.

This is not a Club-based competition – so composite teams are welcome.

There is no obligation to attend every week, and everyone understands that from time-to-time people will have other commitments.

If your Club finds that it is a player short, or has only one player who is available, please contact the Host Club at the earliest possible time so that there is a chance to help all those bowlers to get a game.
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
